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And of the children of Issachar, which were
men that had understanding of the times, to
know what Israel ought to do;

(1 Chronicles 12:32) 1.

Blessed is the nation whose God is the LORD;
(Psalms 33:12)

All the ends of the world shall remember and
turn unto the LORD: and all the kindreds of
the nations shall worship before thee.

For the kingdom is the LORD'S: and he is
the governor among the nations.
(Psalms 22:27-28)

O let the nations be glad and sing for joy: for
thou shalt judge the people righteously, and
govern the nations upon earth. Selah.
(Psalms 67:4)

He ruleth by his power for ever; his eyes be-
hold the nations: let not the rebellious exalt
themselves. Selah. (Psalms 66:7)

The wicked shall be turned into hell, and all
the nations that forget God.  (Psalms 9:17)

And if ye shall despise my statutes, or if your
soul abhor my judgments, so that ye will not
do all my commandments, but that ye break
my covenant: be gentle unto all men...

| also will do this unto you; | will even appoint
over you terror, consumption, and the burn-
ing ague, that shall consume the eyes, and
cause sorrow of heart: and ye shall sow your
seed in vain, for your enemies shall eat it.

Unto him that loved us, and washed us from our sins in his own blood, and hath made us kings and priests
unto God and his Father; to him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen. (Revelations 1:5-6)
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And | will set my face against you, and ye
shall be slain before your enemies: they that
hate you shall reign over you; and ye shall
flee when none pursueth you.

And if ye will not yet for all this hearken unto
me, then | will punish you seven times more
for your sins.

And | will make your cities waste, and bring
your sanctuaries unto desolation...
(Leviticus 26:15-31)

... He that ruleth over men must be just, rul-
ing in the fear of God. (2 Samuel 23:3)

And said to the judges, Take heed what ye
do: for ye judge not for man, but for the LORD,
who is with you in the judgment.

Wherefore now let the fear of the LORD be
upon you; take heed and do it: for there is no
iniquity with the LORD our God, nor respect
of persons, nor taking of gifts.

And he charged them, saying, Thus shall ye
do in the fear of the LORD, faithfully, and with
a perfect heart. (2 Chronicles 19:6-7, 9)

Moreover thou shalt provide out of all the
people able men, such as fear God, men of
truth, hating covetousness; and place such
over them, to be rulers of thousands, and rul-
ers of hundreds, rulers of fifties, and rulers of
tens: (Exodus 18:21)

And thou, Ezra, after the wisdom of thy God,
that is in thine hand, set magistrates and
judges, which may judge all the people that
are beyond the river, all such as know the laws
of thy God; and teach ye them that know them
not.




And whosoever will not do the law of thy God,
and the law of the king, let judgment be executed
speedily upon him, whether it be unto death, or
to banishment, or to confiscation of goods, or to
imprisonment. (Ezra 7:25-26)

And turning the cities of Sodom and Gomorrha
into ashes condemned them with an overthrow,
making them an ensample unto those that after
should live ungodly; (2 Peter 2:6)

Every kingdom divided against itself is brought
to desolation; and every city or house divided
against itself shall not stand:  (Matthew12:25)

At what instant | shall speak concerning a na-
tion, and concerning a kingdom, to pluck up, and
to pull down, and to destroy it;

If that nation, against whom | have pronounced,
turn from their evil, | will repent of the evil that |
thought to do unto them.

And at what instant | shall speak concerning a
nation, and concerning a kingdom, to build and
to plant it;

If it do evil in my sight, that it obey not my voice,
then | will repent of the good, wherewith | said |
would benefit them. (Jeremiah 18:7-10)

If my people, which are called by my name, shall
humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face,
and turn from their wicked ways; then will I hear
from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will
heal their land.

Now mine eyes shall be open, and mine ears
attent unto the prayer that is made in this place.

For now have | chosen and sanctified this house,
that my name may be there for ever: and mine
eyes and mine heart shall be there perpetually.

And as for thee, if thou wilt walk before me, as
David thy father walked, and do according to all
that I have commanded thee, and shalt observe
my statutes and my judgments;

Then will | stablish the throne of thy kingdom,
according as | have covenanted with David thy
father, saying, There shall not fail thee a man to
be ruler in Israel.

But if ye turn away, and forsake my statutes and
my commandments, which | have set before you,
and shall go and serve other gods, and worship
them;
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Then will | pluck them up by the roots out of
my land which | have given them; and this
house, which | have sanctified for my name,
will I cast out of my sight, and will make it to
be a proverb and a byword among all nations.

And this house, which is high, shall be an as-
tonishment to every one that passeth by it;
so that he shall say, Why hath the LORD done
thus unto this land, and unto this house?

And it shall be answered, Because they for-
sook the LORD God of their fathers, which
brought them forth out of the land of Egypt,
and laid hold on other gods, and worshipped
them, and served them: therefore hath he
brought all this evil upon them.

Then will | pluck them up by the roots out of
my land which | have given them; and this
house, which | have sanctified for my name,
will I cast out of my sight, and will make it to
be a proverb and a byword among all nations.
(2 Chronicles 7:14-22)

If my people,

which are called by my name,

shall humble themselves,

and pray,

and seek my face,

and turn from their wicked ways;

then will | hear from heaven, and will forgive
their sin, and will heal their land.
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
