For our exhortation was not of deceit,
nor of uncleanness, nor in guile:

What then? notwithstanding, every
way, whether in pretence, or in truth,
Christ is preached; and I therein do
rejoice, yea, and will rejoice.

In all things shewing thyself a pattern
of good works: in doctrine shewing
uncorruptness, gravity, sincerity,

Sound speech, that cannot be con-
demned; that he that is of the contrary
part may be ashamed, having no evil
thing to say of you.         (Titus 2:7-8)

Purge out therefore the old leaven, that
ye may be a new lump, as ye are un-
leavened. For even Christ our passover
is sacrificed for us:

Therefore let us keep the feast, not with
old leaven, neither with the leaven of
malice and wickedness; but with the
unleavened bread of sincerity and truth.
